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Advanced Image Manipulation

This course builds upon the Image Manipulation class to integrate raster and vector graphics with concerns for varied formats including Web and print graphics. Students will create visual messages and focused visual statements and gain an understanding of the differences in web and print graphics.

· Combine images from several programs into new composite images.
· Operate a digital camera and capture images for use in a raster based computer application.
· Import and manipulate data from other graphics software as part of the final graphics assembly.
· Prepare imagery for proofing and/or final outputting at a service bureau or other supplier.
· Select/apply filters and layers using appropriate menus, tools, and commands.
· Use an Internet Browser.
· Utilize Internet tools and technology.
